Redondo Union High School (RUHS), a comprehensive high school, located approximately ten miles
southwest of metropolitan Los Angeles, is a public four-year secondary school in the city of Redondo Beach.
The community is comprised of primarily professional middle and upper income families. Enrollment is
approaching 2,500 students taught by a faculty of over one hundred teachers; 58% of our teachers have
earned the equivalent to a Masters degree or higher. RUHS is accredited by the Western Association of
Schools and Colleges (WASC) and has regularly received six-year accreditations.
