· You must select 5 APES chapters from your regular textbook that are currently your weakest areas and must be turned into strengths. Examples could be chapter 4 (human populations); chapter 12 (agriculture, pesticides, gmos and soils); chapter 5 (nitrogen and carbon cycles); chapter 22 (water pollution) and so on.
· Condense the information presented in your text into a one page “cheat sheet” called a quick study card for each chapter.

· FOR EACH chapter, create a QUICKSTUDY CARD
1. Each card must completely fill one page of 8.5 x 11” 

Paper. Only one side may be used for each chapter
2. Cards must be colorful, making good use of the space and must contain SPECIFIC information, including diagrams, charts and equations, where appropriate. 
3. Cards must include mnemonics and/or connections that will help you to remember or use the information on the card 
4. All 5 quickstudy cards must be turned in at the same time and MUST BE ENTIRELY YOUR OWN WORK! Academic honesty is required. Do not simply copy and paste images from the internet. You may draw images by hand.
5. Staple all 5 sheets together and include your first and last names and your period.

Extra credit is worth a maximum of 30 points added to your quiz grades.
